I pray to God everyday, but sometimes 
I feel like God is not listening. I ask 
him for stuff, but nothing happens.  

Can God not hear me and, if he is 
listening and not answering, does that 
mean he doesn't care about me? 

The Bible tells us that God ALWAYS listens to our 
prayers, 24 hours a day, 7 days a week!!(1 John ch5 v14) 

God loves and cares about you so much he sent His only 
Son, Jesus, to die for your sins, so God is NEVER too 
busy to listen to you.(1 John ch5 v14) 

God ALWAYS answers prayers, sometimes God says 
YES, sometimes God says NO and sometimes God says 
WAIT. We will look at each answer in the next section 



 

Sometimes God will say “YES” and answer 
our prayer straight away, this is a great 
feeling, but God does not always give us what 
we want in the way we expect. 

Bible Story where God answered YEs 

David asked God to help him 
fight the giant Goliath.  

God answered David’s 
prayer and David won the 
fight.  

(1 Samuel ch17v1-51)

Sometimes God will say “NO” and not give us 
what we ask for. This is not because God is 
mean or unkind, but because he knows what is 
best for us and has a perfect plan for our lives.

You may want to eat pizza and chocolate 
for every meal, but your parents know this 

would be bad for you, so say no and stop 
you.  

It may feel like they are being unfair, but 
they are saying no because they love you 

and want what is best for you. 



 

Sometimes God will say “WAIT”, this means 
God will answer our prayer, but not right now. 
God has an eternal plan for your life, so he is 
not in a rush. When God says wait, God will 
answer your prayer but at the perfect time for 
you and according to his perfect plans. 

Bible Story where God answered wait 

Abraham and Sarah prayed to 
God and asked for a Baby.  

They prayed for many years, 
but they had no children.  

Everyone thought God had 
said no to their prayers.

Abraham and Sarah kept 
praying for a baby. 

When Sarah was 90 years old 
and Abraham was 100 years 

old, God answered their 
prayers and Baby Isaac was 

born. 

Nothing is impossible for 
God!!
